They graduated the
same year from the same high school in
Jamestown, New York, but they had
different circles of friends. Several years
later they became re-acquainted on a
“blind” date and eventually were
married in an Episcopal church.

Both Dick and Barbara had fulfilling ca-
reers. Dick demonstrated military
equipment for Litton. On one particular
occasion, he was delivering supplies to
the White House basement and the
Secret Service ordered him to stop. As it
turned out, Amy Carter and her friends
were nearby in the pool. Only after the
children were done playing and the pool
was cleared did the delivery resume.

Barbara felt it was a great honor to earn
the white cap and cape as she advanced
through nursing school. Eventually she
became the director of nursing at the
Industrial Home for the Blind in Long
Island, NY, a job which she clearly en-
joyed. Frequently she took a group of
blind and deaf residents to church, and it
struck her that they often got more out
of the church service than others who
had full use of their senses. She de-
scribed how she would use sign language
against the palm of one of the residents,
and he would do the same to the next
resident in the row, and so on down the

pew, so each would know what was
going on. When she retired from the
Institute, she was given a crystal door
knob. Feel free to ask her the story
behind it and the rest of her crystal
collection.

Dick and Barbara are very proud and
happy to talk about their two daughters,
four grandchildren, and “2 and

9/10” (due any day now) great-
grandchildren, and their cat “Sparkle”.

Dick has served as a Eucharistic minister
and on vestry, Barbara has served on
altar guild. After trying out other
churches, they settled on St. David’s for
a number of reasons. They like the way
Brad “talks” instead of “preaches.” Bar-
bara likes the variety of projects that the
Outreach committee offers. But Dick
says there is something more - he says

It was a HOT week but one with a lot of
smiles! On July 18-22 Grace Church held
its sixth VBS for the community.

We had 39 children attendees between
the ages of 4 to 11 years, a number of
them from St. David’s.

Holy Women, Holy Men

Prudence
Crandall

N September 3

& Teacher & Prophetic
Witness, 1890

Born to a Quaker family in Rhode Island in
1803, Prudence Crandall was educated in arith-
metic, the sciences, and Latin at the New Eng-
land Friend's Boarding School in Rhode Island.
The Quakers, or "Friends," believed that
women should be educated, and it was in the
environment of the Friend's Boarding School
that Prudence Crandall's passion for teaching
was first awakened.

In 1831, Crandall started a girl's school in Can-
terbury, Connecticut, where she educated the
daughters of the town's wealthy families. In
1833 she admitted to her school a young Afri-
can American girl named Sarah Harris. Harris
wanted an education so that she could in turn
teach other African American children. The
parents of the white children at Crandall's
school were outraged and demanded Harris's
expulsion, but Crandall refused and decided to

open a new school for African American girls.
Despite repeated attempts by town members
to close the school, and even threats to de-
stroy it, Crandall persevered in her labors.

She enlisted the help of William Lloyd Garri-
son, editor of The Liberator, the nation's ma-
jor antislavery newspaper. Through his paper
and advocacy, Garrison spread awareness of
her cause all over the nation.

However, later in 1833, the state legislature
passed the so-called "Black Law," which made
it a crime to open a school that taught black
children from any state other than Connecti-
cut. Crandall, who had received pupils from
other states, was arrested, jailed, and tried.
She was eventually convicted, but a higher
court reversed the decision. Far from subsid-
ing, the harassment she endured grew worse,
and, fearing for the safety of her students, she
closed her school in 1834.

After her husband died in 1874, Crandall
moved to Elk Falls, Kansas. In 1886 the Con-
necticut stage legislature awarded her a pen-
sion. In a petition signed by more than a hun-
dred citizens of that state, many expressed
their regret and shame over her treatment.
Mark Twain attempted to persuade the state
to buy back her original home in Canterbury.
Prudence Crandall died in 1890, and today
she is recognized as the official State Heroine
of Connecticut.
